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Detailed Methodology

» The survey was conducted by the Sociological Group “Rating” on behalf of the Center for
Insights in Survey Research of the International Republican Institute (IRI).

* The survey was conducted throughout Ukraine (except for the occupied territories of Crimea
and Donbas) from February 17-21, 2024, through computer-assisted telephone interviews
(CATI) based on a random sample of mobile telephone numbers.

» The total sample consists of n=2,000 Ukrainians aged 18 and older. The sample excludes any
Ukrainians not currently in Ukraine.

« The survey data obtained was weighted by regional (oblast of residence and type of
settlement) and age indicators using data by the State Statistics Service of Ukraine as of
January 1, 2022. Unlike IRI polls in Ukraine prior to 2022, a gender weight was not used due
to uneven temporary migration outside Ukraine.

* Mobile numbers were generated randomly by special software using 12 codes of the three
largest mobile operators in Ukraine: KYIVSTAR, VODAFONE Ukraine and LIFECELL. Each
randomly generated number package includes an equal quantity of each code (050, 063,
066, 067, 068, 073, 093, 095, 096, 097, 098, 099).

» The margin of error at the 95 percent confidence level does not exceed 2.2 percentage
points for the full sample.

» The response rate was 14 percent.
* Charts and graphs may not add up to 100 percent due to rounding.
» The study was funded by the United States Agency for International Development (USAID).
